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A PRIZE THAT WON’T DISAPPOINT 

A few weeks ago, when Leola got home from work, she mentioned in passing that the hospital was having 
some kind of contest for the employees. Frankly, it wasn’t a big-deal contest, but I can’t remember for the life 
of me what the details were. I know it was some kind of challenge to be healthy—it is, after all, a hospital you 
know—but I don’t remember more than that. Fortunately, though, most of the details aren’t relevant to the 
point I want to make. I do remember this one little detail, however, which is relevant—Leola said there would 
be prizes, but she didn’t know what they were.  

 

Well, the contest never came up in our conversation again until one morning when Leola was putting the fin-
ishing touches on her packed lunch, and was just about to walk out the door and head for the hospital. She 
said something to the effect of, “Oh, that contest ended, and today we can claim our prize. I wonder what it 
will be.”  

 

I think my response was something like, “Maybe it’ll be a $10 gift card to a restaurant or a movie pass.” We 
knew it wasn’t going to be a huge prize because, as I said earlier, it wasn’t a big-deal contest. But, hey, I was 
going to be pumped if she came home with something that would save us a few bucks somewhere. 

 

After she left, I forgot all about it. And she did too. Then, a couple of days later, I guess something reminded 
her of it because she said, “Oh, I went down to get my prize the other day, and guess what it was?” “What?” I 
replied (still crossing my fingers that it was a restaurant gift card . . . or movie passes . . . or even a free meal 
at the hospital cafeteria). She kinda smiled and said, “A soft apple and bruised banana.”  

 

Needless to say, we had a pretty good chuckle over the quality of the prizes—I think I actually questioned 
why they couldn’t at least make sure the apple was firm and crisp and find a banana that wasn’t on its death-
bed. While it really wasn’t a big deal, I have to admit that we were both a little disappointed.  

 

Now, here’s a little spiritual application. Did you know that God offers a prize for those who belong to Him and 
stay faithful to Him? Did you know that a prize is waiting for those who deny themselves and put Him first in 
their life? It’s true; that’s the straightforward language of the New Testament. Notice, for instance, what Paul 
tells the church in Philippi: “I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus 
(Philippians 3:14).” Then, of course, he warns the church in Colossae not to let anyone lead them away from 
their prize by leading them into certain false doctrines. Here are his exact words: “Let no one keep defrauding 
you of your prize by delighting in self-abasement and the worship of the angels . . .” (Colossians 2:18).   

 

When Jesus’ disciples asked Him about what they’ll get for leaving everything and following Him, He told 
them, “Truly I say to you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or mother or father or chil-
dren or farms, for My sake and for the gospelôs sake, but that he will receive a hundred times as much now in 
the present age . . . and in the age to come, eternal life” (Mark 10:28-30). 

 

Yep, make no mistake about it, God has a prize waiting for His people, and that prize won’t disappoint. Make 
no mistake about it, it won’t be the equivalent of a soft apple and bruised banana. So, keep your eye on the 
prize!

 Zimbabwe Mission Missive– Part One 
 

We lost one of our longest serving church members in Zhilo. She 
passed away in the hospital here in Bulawayo due to cancer. We 
had to leave from Bulawayo to Zhilo where she was  buried about 
100 km out of town. My father preached and conducted the buri-
al. 

The mortality rate remains high especially in the rural areas and 
the doctors here are on strike. That is not good news in the health 
sector. Keep us and the country in your prayers. 

Yesterday we worshipped with the congregation in Mtshabezi 
about 110 km out of Bulawayo. There is still a lot of water along 
the road and bridges. Rains destroyed a  school  where  some of 
our brethren used to worship in and also houses. One of our fel-
low brethren there barely escaped death as his house was de-
stroyed while he was inside. Some of the residents are still trying 
to rebuild homes after the heavy rains. 

We also sent 35 bags of mealie meal in that area because we 
realized there will be more need in that part of the area because 
of the destruction caused by the rains.  
The brethren there have expressed their appreciation and have 
sent us with messages to say Thank you very much for the help 
in such a time and may the Lord give back and may that love 
continue to all other places where there is a need. It means a lot 
for the needy rural brethren to be there comforting them through 
the word and helping them. It seems there is more work to be 
done after the rains destroyed everything. We wish to continue 
helping the needy brethren there if the resources are available.  

Thank you very much for all the support on this hard work. We 
would have not managed all this without you.

But Moses said to God, ñWho am I that I should go to 
Pharaoh and bring the children of Israel out of 

Egypt?ò (Exodus 3.11) 

In Scripture Moses is called the most meek man on the 
face of the earth. When we read of his encounter with God 
at the beginning of Exodus, we can see this humility in his 
speech. But, if we turn back a few chapters, we learn that 
humility wasn’t something Moses possessed naturally. He 
grew up in the noble setting of Egyptian royalty. After grow-
ing up in the royal house, he decided to visit his oppressed 
brothers, the Israelites. He then witnessed some of them 
being beaten by an Egyptian. We can assume, by his ac-
tions after seeing this, that he assumed it was his God giv-
en role to save the Israelites from the oppression of the 
Egyptians, and he killed the Egyptian. This doesn’t seem to 
be the mark of a humble man. He eventually fled Egypt in 
fear and spent 40 years as a shepherd in the wilderness. 

God had a plan for Moses from the beginning to save his 
people. But, Moses did it his way instead of God’s way and 
in turn, ran away. It was during this time that we can as-
sume Moses learned the importance of humility and was 
molded into the man God wanted him to be. God often us-
es these times in the wilderness to refine us for his future 
works as he did with Moses. You might feel a great desire 
to do some great things for God, but you might still need 
some refining. Embrace the wilderness as a time to grow 
closer to God and become more like him. 

Stay patient and learn what it is God is teaching you.
